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Hosted by the Center for Engaged Learning & Teaching, the 5-Minute Research
Collaboration pairs professors from different areas of study and challenges them to
create a collaborative research project involving their respective disciplines — in 
five minutes. After several rounds, the group votes on the best idea and the winners
receive cash for funding their project.
